
Once the potable water has 
been used for bathing  or 
cooking it is collected into 
a smaller holding tank.  
Here it is sanitized again 
and conditioned.  This water 
is referred to as Gray Water 
and is 100% bacteria free.

The gray water is now used 
for toilet �ushing, clothes 
and vehicle washing and 
general clean up of the 
dwelling.

Source Water Supply
a.     Normal city domestic water supply
b.     Rain water catch basin
c.     Well
d.     Reservoir

From one or a combination of the above 
sources, the water is pumped or fed by gravity 
into a local holding tank (allowing for commu-
nity metering as well as storage). The water can 
be sanitized as it �ows into the holding area 
and can be recycled through the sanitizer.  This 
stage produces 100% bacteria free drinking 
water know as “potable water”.

This out�ow water is now referred to as “black” or 
sewer water.  It is collected into larger holding tanks, 
sanitized and conditioned for use in garden plots.  
It is 100% bacteria free  and high in nutrients for the 
growing of plants and vegetables.
